Jolli-Lodge, Michigan 
Getting there: Traverse City, in the northwestern part of 
Michigan's lower peninsula, is at the heart of the tourism region 
around Grand Traverse Bay. The city is about 60 miles west of the 
Interstate 75 exit at Grayling. From Traverse City, go north on 
Michigan 22 through Suttons Bay, west on Michigan 204 about 
six miles, then south (left) on N. Manitou Trail. 
Rates: Six lodge rooms (shared baths) at $70 to $85 per night, 
depending on the time of year. In 16 cottages and apartments 
(with one, two and three bedrooms and kitchenettes ), $850 to 
$1,500 per week. After Labor Day, cottages and apartments are 
available for two nights or more at $85 to $150 per night.
